The effect of P. citrinum on the growth of Arabidopsis ga1 mutant and wild-type accession Col-0. (A) The 
morphological traits of Arabidopsis ga1 mutant in the presence or absence of exudates from P. citrinum 
cultures grown in complete medium. (B) Wild-type Arabidopsis Col-0 treated with culture filtrate from P. 
citrinum. Control refers to the mock inoculation with equivalent amount of growth medium without the fungus. 
(C) Gibberellin(s) produced by P. citrinum contribute in part to growth promotion in Choy Sum. The culture 
filtrate from the indicated P. citrinum isolate grown in complete medium in the presence or absence of 
Paclobutrazol (the gibberellin biosynthesis inhibitor) was inoculated on Choy Sum seeds. Control refers to 
mock inoculation with sterile growth medium in the absence of the fungus.
